We would like to share with you, some important info you need to know before you begin your first day at our facility.



 Please read the following information carefully:

1) ADMITTANCE


Since our program is a private program and *by referral and/or audition only, we reserve the right to refuse service to anyone, at any time, if there are discords affecting the harmony of the program, its staff and/or clientele. Our mandate is to build confidence and self-esteem and we have had a crowning success in doing so for 40 years.  There is a 30 DAY CANCELLATION NOTICE for all, no exceptions. 

There are NO GUARANTEES on advanced skill sets, any bookings, awards or scholarships: IT all depends on how much time, commitment and the skill level of each participant. 

 LPC has artists all over the globe to select from and only choses the highest levels. 
2) TRAINING:
LPC re
LPC retains the right to refuse service and remove disruptive parents/students from the program without a refund at any time. There is a 30 DAY CANCELLATION NOTICE for all, no exceptions. 
*NO JEWLERY IN THE STUDIO AT ANY TIME (results in tears in the silks or dangerous ear ripping)
C.           Cirque and AERIAL ARTS is a very exciting and beautiful art sport however, it is also considered a “high risk” activity, hence, we ALWAYS insist on SAFETY FIRST. 
Circus training involves a lot of strength, flexibility and ENDURANCE TRAINING which we specialize in: LOTS OF CONDITIONING.  We believe in ATHLETISCISM , for safety. 
B TEAM:  If your child is new or younger and is on our development B TEAM: 

Please understand that they may NOT BE GOING IN THE AIR EVERY CLASS because:

-Their hands cannot often sustain it and we need to get their strength up first

-We take our time “low and slow” to ensure the young athletes know how to engage their cores and be safe. 

-It’s imperative they also learn tumbling, core conditioning, acro, flexibility etc in order to be SAFER IN THE AIR. 

A TEAM PRE: If your child has been invited to A TEAM PRE:
This is more advanced than B Team and means we see potential in your child to eventually make the A team and work professionally.  It is not merely talent based.  It is based a lot on attitude, group dynamics, non-disruptive, uninhibited young artists, easy to manage in a group and able to handle pressure etc, 

A TEAM:  The A TEAM, is actually the full -ledged performance company for ages 10-20. 

Many of these athletes have been with us for 5-12 years and LPC is a professional award-winning global family entertainment production company. 
3) SHOWTIME!
  All of our programs result in a showcase or open house, or our renowned Holiday showcases. 


-For safety reasons, not all students will participate in the showcases and LPC reserves the right to not to have a student in a showcase if we believe they are not ready, unprepared or have not met the insurance requirements in the amount of training time prior to a show or do not be participate in the tech. runs. 

Please understand that the yearly administration fee and ticket sales help cover:
-FULL COSTUMES: We  *SUPPLY all costumes for all the shows. Did you know that each aerial costume must be perfectly selected to not only fit the performer very tightly but that the particular fabric, size, and shape of the costume must meet our insurance safety requirements? 
-All costumes cost an average of $250-$800. 

-WE SUPPLY THE COSTUMES AT ALL TIMES for holiday and year end showcases etc. 
-LIABILITY INSURANCE; heavy insurance for “high risk” activity.


-RIGGERS: CERTIFIED riggers need to come out and certify EACH PIECE OF AERIAL EQUIPMENT, ITS HARDWARE and the ATTACHMENT before a show.


-EXTRA STAFF AND HOURS; this is required to ensure that your child is safe, in a safe costume, on an apparatus that is safe and furthermore, that your child is supported by professionally trained riggers and trainers at show time. 


This where your ticket money goes and why an “AERIAL ARTS SHOW” will always be more expensive than a regular kids show or dance recital etc. 


Ticket prices for our shows are usually: $20-$40 / show and $15 -$20 for kids under 12.

4) TUITIONS
There is a 30 DAY CANCELLATION NOTICE for all, no exceptions. 
a) GROUP AERIAL ARTS SESSIONS:

Monthly tuition & commitment.   •Payable 1st of every month, billed MONTHLY. More economical. 

OR


 “A la carte” billing:  pay as you go, but it is costlier. 


*Payments are NON-REFUNDABLE if a student misses a day for Group sessions. 
       MAKE UP SESSIONS ARE ONLY PERMITTED WITHIN THE SAME MONTH AND CANNOT ROLL OVER INTO OTHER MONTHS, *PLEASE NOTE. 


* LATE FEES REGULATIONS:

Due to the fact that our rates are lower than our competitors:

* MORE THAN 4 WEEKS LATE TUITION PAYMENT = REMOVAL FROM LPC. 

*10% LATE FEE of monthly group fee will be charged for payments past the 5th of every month. 

The next monthly fee will be charged without a 30-day notice. 

*Sibling discounts are available. Please inquire


*Cancellations require 30 day-notice to withdraw from any group training. 

b) PRIVATE  SESSIONS: ONE ON ONE TRAINING:

*24 hr. CANCELLATION NOTICE in order not to be charged

*POLICY IS STRICTLY ENFORCED.

•Tardiness:  If you are late for a private session, please note the end time will remain as scheduled.

Payment is due in full prior to first day of training.  Deposits are NON-REFUNDABLE/

5) SCHEDULING PRIVATES & GROUP CLASSES
BOOKING GROUP SESSIONS/ SCHEDULING PRIVATES

and  * NEVER EVER VIA THE COACHES. 

•The coaches are not permitted to do ANY scheduling with our clients, as they have no knowledge of the studio hours, outside rentals, scheduling or other company regulations and insurance requirements. 
6) CANCELING SESSIONS:

You CANNOT CANCEL A GROUP SESSION ONLINE – ONLY PRIVATES. 

There is a 30 DAY CANCELLATION NOTICE for all, no exceptions. 


HOW TO CANCEL or RE-SCHEDULE A PRIVATE: 

From time to time, you may need to cancel a private session. No worries, this will be credited back on your next monthly invoice IF CANCELELLE DBEFORE the automatic 24 hr cut off online. 
     You may *ONLY RESCHEDULE YOUR PRIVATE on our ONLINE SYSTEM (Mindbody Online is our system)


•GO TO YOUR MINDBODY ONLINE ACCOUNT. 

•LOG IN under your CHILD’S NAME (not yours) 


*24-HOUR NOTICE required.

-This is the ONLY WAY to cancel / re-schedule a private session, as it immediately alerts billing and the coaches. 


-If you have missed the 24-hr. deadline, the system will not permit you to cancel as it has already gone to billing. 

IF YOU CANCEL OR MISS A CLASS OR PRIVATE: 

      -No refunds for a missed group session.

There is a 30 DAY CANCELLATION NOTICE for all, no exceptions. 

7) PARKING

   
Please park in anywhere in the THE LOT, against the building walls or on the street. 


*BUT NO PARKING AVAILABLE IN OUR STAFF RESERVED SPOTS, IN FRONT OF OUR LOADING DOCK or other tenants spot, they/we will tow. 
8) WATER etc.

Please ensure that your child is well FED BEFORE THEIR SESSION and brings plenty of water. 

NO POP OR JUICES. 
9) VISITORS/PARENTS


Parents may watch their child at any time during aerial sessions in the designated area at the back wall ONLY. Parents, friends, family etc. are NEVER PERMITTED to enter the actual training facility during a class to prevent accidents. This is for the safety and comfort level for all children involved. Please be aware more kids fall when their parents and others are watching them than when they are fully focused and working alone with us.


This is SAFETY REQUIREMENTS MANDATED by the insurance company for all gymnastics and circus schools and we MUST adhere to it for our liability coverage.


For the safety of the artists IN THE AIR:

*PLEASE remain quietly in the designated areas ONLY and in the lobby at all times during sessions. Any loud/distracting parents/guests will be sent to the lobby.


*NO VISUAL OR AUDITORY distractions at any time. Kindly remain QUIET
10) BRUISES/SORE MUSCLES

Expect occasional bruises, skin scrapes/burns, rips on hands as well as sore hands and muscles. This is all a normal part of aerial arts training and cannot be prevented. Although we have never EVER had a more serious injury at the studio, we INSIST on COMPLETE SAFETY AT ALL TIMES.  

11) SCHEDULED TIMES

a) Beginning of session:


We stress extreme punctuality. The mandatory warm up begins at the beginning of all sessions. Latecomers will unfortunately miss a turn in their first rotation, as they will need to warm up their bodies prior to going on any equipment.


b) End of session:


Please allow the next group/person to begin their lesson.


Although it is very tempting at the end of your session to show off the new moves learned at the and stay beyond the END TIME, we ask that you respect the end time and not continue on the equipment, ask coaches to spot you or show/practice your moves.


The studio is heavily booked with another lesson often following immediately after each class also; our coaches are not paid for the overtime.

-Save all your exciting new moves for show time!

12) ATTIRE FOR SESSIONS/LESSONS

* MANDATORY ATTIRE:


Tight fitting, legs covered to the ankles.


-Girls: unitards, tights with body suits underneath. 

GIRLS: Hair in a bun or French braids ONLY, and ALL HAIR OFF THE FACE (We will remove a child with lose hair)

-Boys: tights or extremely tight cotton sweats, tight t-shirt, or tank top.
NO BAGGY T-SHIRTS / LONG BAGGY SHORTS / SWEATPANTS:

These are extremely dangerous.  Should there be a fall, we cannot properly spot a body if we can only catch a t-shirt. 


PLEASE no TANK TOPS or shirts that can RISE UP when hanging upside down!

-People worry more about their shirt rising and try to fix it using both their hands and that is not safe. 

OUR  *NEW CLOTHING LINE!


New Le Studio jackets, tights, tanks, aerial bags, etc. will be on sale yearly based on demand.


-ALL A team members are required to have full LPC uniform, while B team and A team PRE is not mandatory. 
13) AERIAL EQUIPMENT:
EQUIPMENT:

No CHILD or PERSON (parents, friends, visitors) is allowed on the equipment at ANY time without the supervision of one of the coaches/trainers AND a SIGNED LIABILITY RELEASE, and unless PPROVED BY A COACH. 
•

LE STUDIO IS NOT RESPONSIBLE FOR ANY “HOMEMADE EQUIPMENT OR APPARATUS” that any client installs at or in their home. We do not get involved in ANY home riggings. 
•

Please NOTE: Rigging your own equipment at home is EXTREMELY DANGEROUS and several deaths and broken necks/ severe injuries have occurred in the US because of individuals being unaware of proper rigging techniques, proper equipment, and weight-bearing structures etc. 

•

ALL silks, trapezes, hoops, etc., are specially made by specialists and cannot be purchased without proper education, safety standards, risk assessments and proper sizes for each individual. A special fabric makes silks ONLY. 

•

If you would like any aerial equipment set up in your home, please inquire with us to get you the PROPER SAFE EQUIPMENT, HARDWARE and a CERTIFIED RIGGER. 
· LPC equipment can never be loaned out to anyone due to our insurance policy. 

14) NO CHLDREN LEFT UNATTENDED AT ANY TIME:
CHILDREN UNDER 16:  NOT TO BE LEFT UNATTENDED at the studio at ANY TIME.
Le Studio is not responsible for the supervision, safety, guidance and/or direction of ANY CHILD UNDER THE AGE OF 16 after their scheduled lesson. 

**Late pick-ups will be charged $1 per minute late.

15) GROUP SESSIONS STRUCTURE AND CIRCUS TRAINING STANDARDS:
In ensemble training, we cannot only focus on ONE apparatus per person in the KIDS’ group session setting. We believe that each individual should learn/experience skills on all of the apparatus. Although a student may prefer/excel on one particular apparatus and may have an entire “routine” on that apparatus – it is imperative that the student learns the basics on all the aerial equipment. 
For a more concentrated approach on a particular apparatus, we recommend private or semi-private lessons as with most of our clients. 
No full-length routines on any apparatus can be taught in a group class setting.
TIME ON EQUIPMENT/ GROUP AERIAL SESSION:


Obviously, in a group situation, everyone must wait his/her turn. Due to safety regulations, we cannot have 8 people up on the equipment at once and have 8 different coaches spotting. Please ensure that your child understands that they are in a group and MUST wait his/her turn. Time on the equipment is frequent but not as often as in a private or semi-private lesson. 

      We will, however, have some equipment hung very low to the ground whereby, everyone can train unsupervised at all times, but each must still share and wait his/her turn.

EXTREME IMPORTANCE OF CONDITIONNING / STRETCHING:


During his/her “wait time”, each person will have mandatory conditioning to do at his/her group level. (Most kids groan at this, as all they want to do is climb on the equipment!)


Why condition?  They MUST. Otherwise, they will risk injuries and many aerial moves REQUIRE them to be able to do a pull up, chin up, etc. What often happens is kids who do not want to do conditioning will only last about 6 months in trapeze as they will “peak” after learning all the “posing moves”. After the posing moves, students MUST be able to LIFT their body weight just to GET INTO the harder moves. If students have not done any conditioning –the ability all ends at posing moves.

16) PRIVATE SESSIONS “MAKE YOUR OWN CLASS” STRUCTURE:
* FOCUSING ON AN “ACT” / MORE TIME ON EQUIPMENT / ONE ON ONE TRAINING

Most of our clients (over 98%) take private lessons and participate in the group sessions only as an additional means to rehearse their routines, train more, keep up their training, share their moves, learn from others, have fun, and learn group activities.

Privates are a great way to accelerate the training and 1 private is usually the equivalent of 5 group classes.


 Full-length routines and choreography are the focused.


-Feel free to inquire about Private/semi-private lessons at any time.






SOLO PRIVATE: one on one with a trainer






DUO PRIVATE: Two with one trainer






TRIO: Three with one trainer or QUADS etc.. 





OR “create your own class” with 4-6 kids of your choice.
17)  TERMNATION: 

LPC can terminate this agreement at any time for any reason. 

Artist and parents can also terminate at any time, BUT THERE IS A 30 DAY CANECLLATION NOTICE!
NOTE: there is a 30-DAY CANCELLATION NOTICE for all group and/or monthly committed sessions and all committed fees for training shall remain active for 30 days after notice. Artists can also continue training for the 30 days.
